GENERAL RULES    

· All squad and routine decisions are left to the discretion of the coaches.

· Please feel free to talk to your coaches about anything; just remember to do it at an appropriate time.  For example, approaching a coach in the middle of practice is not an appropriate time.

· Every year we go through losses and additions of team members.  The dismissal/addition of a team member is solely coaches’ decision.

· Members must maintain proper appearance.  Extremes in hair color, piercings, etc. may need to be changed.

· You may not use the word “poison” or “spider” in any form as a user name on websites or in your email address.

· NO ONE is allowed to post Pittsburgh Poison music, choreography, routines, stunts, etc on any websites.  This includes but is not limited to “My Space,” “Face Book,” “You Tube,” or “Pro X.”

· Fundraising credit cannot be given in the form of cash.  We will not give cash refunds for credit earned.  

· ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS.

· It is the PARENTS’ responsibility to know what is going on with your child’s team. Please check the website daily.  

· If you quit, you will not be permitted to come back until the 09-10 competition season.

· Rules may be changed, added or deleted at any time.

PRACTICE/COMPETITIONS

· It is your responsibility to wear the appropriate practice wear to every practice.

· It is the parents’ responsibility to get their child to and from all practices and competitions.

· Pittsburgh Poison members are not permitted to practice/compete with any other all star gym.  For example, you are not permitted to dance at Poison and cheer at Superstars.  

· Any additional clothing (sweats, pants, etc), cell phones, school bags or gym bags must placed in your Poison gym bag and be taken into the gym and stored in the bins in the “hole.”  No items are to be left in the lobby.  Cell phones MUST be turned off before practice starts.

· Food and Drink are to be kept off of the equipment.  Team members may keep drinks and snacks in the “hole” or in the lobby.

· You must arrive to all practices, competitions and events on time!  

· ALL TEAM MEMBERS MUST REALIZE THAT THEY ARE EXPECTED TO STRIVE FOR EXCELLENCE.  Team members must be committed to achieving personal and team goals. 

· All practices are closed.  Only athletes and coaches are allowed in the gym during practices.  Parents, siblings, friends are not permitted in the gym for any reason unless it is a special viewing day.

· All teams are required to be at EVERY Poison performance at all competitions unless otherwise stated in your itinerary.

· Parents, relatives, friends and athletes are NEVER allowed to speak with competition officials for any reason.

· Practices may be changed or added at any time during the season.  All practices are mandatory.

BEHAVIOR  

· Team members must respect their bodies.  Team members must eat properly.  Team members are expected to stay in good physical condition.  Team members are not permitted to smoke, drink, or use drugs at any time.

· All team members must show respect for their teammates and coaches.  Disrespect will not be tolerated.

· Every team member will show respect towards our competitors at all times.  Good Sportsmanship is a must.

· Pittsburgh Poison maintains a “complaint free” lobby.  It is our intention to create a low-stress and productive environment for all athletes and patrons.  The lobby is NOT the place to voice team concerns.  We want to create the best experience possible for everyone, therefore, if you have a problem please contact our staff to solve it.  We are here to help you!

· No parent or team member is to challenge the expertise of our coaching staff.

· Negative behavior will not be tolerated.  No inappropriate pictures or language is to be used on the internet.  No profanity or abusive language.

· Please keep your hands to yourself.

· Team members and parents are never to post any negative comments on any website or chat room.

· Anyone threatening to quit or pull their child from a squad will be dismissed from the program immediately.

· Withholding your child from practice or competition should never be used as a form of punishment.  

· Parents are NEVER allowed to represent Pittsburgh Poison under any circumstances concerning apparel, accommodations, competitions or any other situation.

· All Pittsburgh Poison athletes, families and friends will show good sportsmanship at all times.

· There will be no arguing or questioning of the coaching staff’s decisions at competition.  

INJURIES/CONDITIONING/HEALTH

·  All team members are expected to RESPECT THEIR BODIES.  This means no alcohol, drugs or tobacco.  If anyone is caught drinking, smoking or using drugs or if an eating disorder is detected, they will be expected to take the necessary steps to quit and/or get help.  The Poison staff will be here to help in any way we can.

·  All athletes are expected to be in top physical condition.  This includes flexibility, strength and endurance.  If any member is not up to par, they may be asked to take additional classes to improve.  These classes will be in addition to your monthly fee.

·  Parents need to understand that All Star cheer and dance are strenuous sports.  Injury is a possibility.  This includes but is not limited to bruises, pulled muscles or ligaments, broken bones, and even death.  Pittsburgh Poison takes every precaution to eliminating injuries.  Unfortunately, we cannot prevent them all.

·  Please understand that certain infections, such as staff and ringworm are somewhat common to contract for athletes that practice on mats.  We do our best to clean and disinfect our equipment regularly.  If you do contract any infection, please contact the gym immediately.   

TRAVEL

·  All team members must use the same accommodations- no exceptions!
· There must be a parent in every room- no exceptions!

· All team members must have a parent or responsible adult with them at every competition.  It is not the responsibility of the coaching staff or team mom to chaperone your child.

· It is your responsibility to pay the hotel directly for your room.  You cannot use fundraising credit for travel expenses.

· Bus services will be offered to some out of town competitions.  This is optional and is the price is not included in your monthly fee.

· Pittsburgh Poison reserves a hotel block for all out of town competitions.  All team members must use the same accommodations.  Due to the size of our program, we are limited in hotel selection.  We try to find the most affordable, safe accommodations for our teams.  You should plan to spend approximately $100/night for all out of town competitions.
· Hotel information will be posted on the hotel page of our website as soon as it becomes available.  Each member is responsible for making their own reservations for all out of town competitions.  Please be sure to make your reservations by the appropriate deadlines.  If you do not, you will not get the group rate and may not get a room in the team hotel.
COMPETITION ATTTIRE

· You may wear your uniform top, warm up jacket, warm up pants with spankies under to all competitions.

· Carry your skirt or dance uniform in your Poison gym bag.

· No one is to wear their skirt over their pants EVER!

· At no time are you to wear jewelry of any kind on competition day.  This could result in disqualification for your team.

· Spider staff will NOT hold jewelry for anyone.

· Hair and makeup must be complete BEFORE entering the competition venue

· When you are finished competing, you may wear your warm up with a Poison tank or T shirt.  You may not wear your skirt with a T-shirt.  You are to be in full uniform or warm-up only on competition day.  Your hair is to stay in until you leave the venue.  Your makeup is to remain on until you leave the venue.  You are still representing Pittsburgh Poison and you must present yourself in such a way.

·  All members must be in full uniform for awards ceremonies.  You cannot wear the warm-up suit to your awards ceremony.

LEAVING THE PROGRAM

·  If you quit or are asked to leave at any time this year you will not be able to come back until the 09-10 season

· If you quit after September 1, 2008, there will be a $300 fee charged to your credit card.  Please understand that by this time, competition fees will already be paid.  Pittsburgh Poison will need to replace you with another athlete.  We understand that not everyone will be able to commit to Poison, but we ask that you make your decision prior to September 1st, to be fair to your teammates and coaches.

· If you quit or are asked to leave at any time, you will forfeit all monies paid.

MOVING FROM TEAM TO TEAM:  Pittsburgh Poison reserves the right to move any athlete from one team to another at any time during the season.  All decisions will be made by the coaching staff

COMMUNICATION WITH THE SPIDER STAFF

If you have a problem with anything, please do not hesitate to contact us.  We will get back to you within 3 days. 

There are several ways to contact the staff:

If you have a question or concern that requires immediate attention, please call Susan and leave a detailed message.  Susan will contact Tracy and then get back to you.  If you need to speak with Tracy directly, please let Susan know the basic idea of what you need to discuss and she will have Tracy call you, or set up a meeting to discuss the issue.

*   Parents are not to address the coaching staff during practice or a competition.  Do not approach coaches for questioning if they enter the lobby during practice.

* NO ONE is to contact the coaches via cell phone, home phone, personal email, etc. for any reason!

* Coaches will discuss your child only!  Coaches will not discuss any other athlete.

WEBSITE:

· The website is our main form of communication

· Competition waivers will be posted on the website

· Competition directions, itineraries, hotel info, etc will be posted on the website only

· MEMBERS AND PARENTS MUST CHECK THE WEBSITE DAILY

· new login and password will be given at camp

· Guestbook is used to encourage our athletes.  All messages must be pre-approved by our staff.

· Guestbook entries are not to be used to address questions to the staff.

SPIDER-WEAR AND PITTSBURGH POISON ACCESSORIES: 

· We offer a variety of clothing, apparel and accessories.  We will place a merchandise order every other month.  

· Order forms will be available on the website, in your mailbox and at the front desk.  

· You may purchase Spider-wear at the front desk, through our official order form, or from Paint Chick Airbrush ONLY. 

· Anyone wishing to have the Poison logo, name, Spider, etc put on merchandise MUST go through the gym.  Failure to do so could result in legal action and removal from the program. 

· NO ONE IS PERMITTED TO USE THE POSION OR SPIDER NAME OR LOGO ON THEIR OWN.  

· We strongly encourage Spider-wear to be worn by all fans, friends and families when attending competitions!      

ATHLETES MUST CLEAN UP AFTER THEMSELVES!

PRACTICES

· All teams will practice at least 2 times per week.
· Practice may be added with short notice.  We will give you as much notice as possible.
· All practices are mandatory
JUNE PRACTICE

· All teams will practice during their regularly scheduled time during the week
· There will be NO regularly scheduled team practices during the weekends due to Cheer camp
PITTSBURGH POISON PRACTICE POLICIES

*new* PRACTICE POLICY:  All members must check in with the front desk before practice.  Members are expected to report to the front desk 15 minutes BEFORE practice begins.  
Once you have checked in, you will report to the small floor to stretch out.  All athletes are expected to be stretched out BEFORE practice begins.  There will be set spots for each individual to stand during warm-ups.  These will be given at your 1st practice.

You are considered late to practice if you are not ready to practice when practice begins.  This means practice wear on, shoes on and tied, hair up and ready to go!  NO EXTRA CLOTHES!

PRACTICE ATTIRE:  All members must wear clean white tennis shoes and white socks.  Practice shoes are to be worn in the gym ONLY!   Hip Hop members may wear black pants over their shorts. Cheer teams are not permitted to wear any extra clothes. No Jewelry of any kind is to be worn in the gym or to competitions.  HAIR IS TO BE WORN IN A HIGH PONLY TAIL WITH NO BANGS OR FLYAWAYS.  We suggest wearing a headband.

Weekdays:  black cheer shorts, and white tank top 

Weekends:  green cheer shorts and black tank top

ALL PRACTICES ARE MANDATORY!  We expect 100% commitment to your team.  All star cheer and dance is the equivalent to a “travel” baseball/softball team, a “cup” soccer team, or an “all star” volleyball team.  

If you need to be excused from a practice you must fill out an absence request form, available on our website and at the front desk.   You will need to give us at least two weeks notice.  Athlete absence requests will be accepted or denied at the coach’s discretion.

Excused Absences:

· School Function for a grade

· Death in family

· A contagious sickness- must call first and follow up with a doctor’s excuse.  If you are calling before gym hours call (412)841-4673, if you are calling during gym hours call (412)766-0560

Unexcused Absences include but are not exclusive to:

· Jobs

· Social Events including dances, birthday parties, concerts, banquets, etc

· Punishment to athletes for grades, attitude, or failing to do housework, etc

· Minor illnesses including stomachaches and headaches.  If you aren’t contagious, you must attend practice.

· School work including projects and tests

· Traffic (if you drove across the city to get to tryouts, you will be driving across the city all year for your practices.  Please plan accordingly).

· If calling in to miss a practice due to a contagious sickness, you will need to call the poison line before gym hours and the gym line during gym hours and leave a detailed message.

Every moment of practice at Pittsburgh Poison will be used to the fullest.  It is extremely important that you try not to miss and you arrive on time.  Excessive tardiness or absences will result in dismissal from your team.  NO MEMBER IS PERMITTED TO MISS A COMPETITION.  In the event that you miss a competition, you will be removed from your team.  NO ABSENCES ARE PERMITTED THE WEEK BEFORE ANY NATIONAL COMPETITION.   We can’t stress enough how important attendance is.  New things are taught at every practice.  If you miss any information, you are holding your entire team back

*ALL PRACTICES ARE CLOSED!  This means that parents, family members and friends are not permitted in the gym for any reason during practice.  POISON MEMBERS ARE PERMITTED IN THE GYM ONLY WHEN THEIR TEAM IS PRACTICING.  AT ALL OTHER TIMES MEMBERS ARE TO WAIT IN THE LOBBY OR OUTSIDE LOUNGE AREA.

GENERAL INFORMATION

COACHING STYLE:  Pittsburgh Poison is the home of the 2007 and 2008 National Coaching staff of the year!  Our coaches take great pride in their job.  Our unique choreography and highly polished routines set us apart from other all star gyms.  When a Pittsburgh Poison team takes the floor you are sure to be impressed by the skill level of the team and entertainment of the routine. All of these qualities stem for the Spider Staff.   Our coaches focus on maximizing the potential of each athlete. The coaches are dedicated to making each team the best that it can be.  The coaches will utilize many coaching techniques to get the most out of each athlete.  There may be times that an athlete or parent may not understand or agree with the decisions made by a coach.  We ask that you trust our staff.  We have built an outstanding all star program.  We have accomplished a great deal in our first 5 years.  Please do not question a coach’s decision.  A complete list of coaches’ bios is posted on the staff page of our website.

CHOREOGRAPHY:  Another thing that sets us apart from other gyms is that we do all of our own choreography!  We do not hire outsiders to come in a give us a routine.  We feel that our coaches are able to create unique routines to showcase each team’s strengths.     

POISON MAILBOX:  all paperwork (exception: absence request forms) and payments are to be turned into the Poison mailbox located INSIDE the gym to the left of the front desk.  Please make sure that you place everything in a separate envelope clearly marked with the athletes name and the contents of the envelope.  Envelopes are available at the gym and are located on top of the mailbox between the Fundraising and Poison Boxes.  If you are unsure of where things should go, please ask at the front desk.

FUNDRAISING MAILBOX:  All fundraising paperwork and payments are to be turned into the white Fundraising mailbox located INSIDE the gym to the left of the front desk.   Please make sure that you place everything in a separate envelope clearly marked with the athletes name and the contents of the envelope.  Envelopes are available at the gym and are located on top of the mailbox between the Fundraising and Poison Boxes.  If you are unsure of where things should go, please ask at the front desk.

PERSONAL MAILBOX:  every athlete will be assigned a mailbox slot in the lobby.  Mailboxes may not be ready for the first practice.  Athletes are required to check their mailbox at the end of EVERY practice!

MONTHLY FEES/ALL INCLUSIVE PRICING:  Monthly fees will include tuition, competition fees, registration, uniform, shoes, gym bag, warm-up suit, make-up, hair piece, music fee and choreography fee.  Does not include travel fees or hotel accommodations.  Price does not include Worlds. Price does not include holiday/end of the year parties.  All fees are due on May 18th for the first month and the 1st of the month June-April.  All members will receive exact team prices at the first parent meeting after tryouts.  

***Fees are not prorated for any vacation, sick, personal or holiday time.

We understand that all-star cheer and dance are not inexpensive sports.  However, we ask that you understand that we are competitively priced.  

TUITION:  Tuition ranges between $60-$90/month.  Tuition is included in your monthly fee.  Tuition pays for the training of the athlete.  Tuition does not guarantee you a spot on the competition floor.  The coaching staff has the right to hold any member out of a competition if she or he is not up to par.

COMPETITON FEES:  These fees are set by the individual competition companies.  They range in price from $25-$150 per competition.  Pittsburgh Poison does not have any say in what these fees are.  Pittsburgh Poison does not make any money off of competition fees.  These fees are included in your monthly fee.

NEW- ALL MEMBERS ARE REQUIRED TO GIVE A CREDIT OR DEBIT CARD AND SIGN PAYMENT CONTRACT. Credit Card Contract will be signed at the parent meetings held May 13th, 14th and 15th.  You must sign the credit card form BEFORE your child is permitted to practice. 

BOUNCED CHECKS/INSUFFICIENT FUNDS:  There will be a bounced check/insufficient funds fee applied to your account for each occurrence.  This fee will be in addition to your monthly fee.

COMPETITION SCHEDULE

·  Schedules will be chosen by the Spider Staff

· All teams will travel

· The schedule is subject to change, however, we do not anticipate any changes at this time  

· Some teams will travel more than others

· Competition schedule will run from October 2008-April 2009

CROSS-OVERS:  We have made a significant cut-back in cross-overs this year.  If you have been selected to be a cross-over (more than one cheer team or more than one dance team) you will not pay additional tuition, however, you will pay for competition fees.
CHEER/DANCE MEMBERS:  If you are a cheer and dance member you will not pay double fees for music, choreography, make-up, etc.  You will pay additional tuition, uniform and competition fees.

FUNDRAISING:  

· Renee Mink is the Fundraising coordinator.  She will organize all fundraising opportunities.  

· Fundraising information will be posted on the website and in the gym.  Information will also be distributed via your gym mailbox.  

· Please contact Renee with any fundraising ideas @ 412-487-1839.

· There is one mandatory gym fundraiser.  It is the Poison Winter Blast Cheer and Dance competition.  All parents will be required to work at least one shift during the weekend.  All proceeds go directly to the gym.  

· All other fundraising is optional.

· Fundraising credit may not be available right away.  When it becomes available you will receive a statement showing how much credit you have in your account.  When you wish to use your credit, please send in a note in place of your monthly payment stating how much credit you would like to use that month.  

· We will not use credit until you tell us to.  Exception: if you have an outstanding balance, your credit will be applied toward your balance.  

WORLDS:  

· Any team that qualifies for the Cheerleading and Dance Worlds WILL attend!  

· By becoming a member of a Worlds eligible team you are also committing to participating at Worlds.  

· All added Worlds practices are mandatory.  They may be held as often as 6 days/week in the month leading to the competition.

WORLDS FUNDRAISING/PRICING:  

·  We do not plan on doing special “Worlds fundraisers.” You must fundraise accordingly though out the year.  

· It is important to understand that we will have approximately 2 weeks from the time that we receive our bid to get our registration in to USASF.  In order for our registration to be processed, payment must be made in full!  

· Worlds packages start at $395 per person and go up.

· We have been lucky enough to have received partial paid bids the past two years.  Please DO NOT count on that.  There is no guarantee that we will earn a partial paid this year.  

· We will also need to have all flights booked before we send in our registration.  

· The USASF is very strict on deadlines.  If we miss our deadline, we may by forfeiting our chance to compete at Worlds.  

MANDATORY CHEER CAMPS:  camps will be held in June this year.  Dates and times were updated and are posted on the gymtimes page of the website.  Dates are also included in this packet on the “important dates page.”  During this time the teams will learn their competition routine.  
GYM CLOSINGS:  In the event that the gym needs to be closed due to weather or an emergency, it will be posted on the home page of the website www.pittsburghpoisonallstars.com (on the left side under news).  Please check the website before every practice.  

PRIVATE LESSONS:  Private lessons are available with several of our coaches.  Private lessons are scheduled through the coach directly, not through the gym.  To request a private, please contact the coach directly or leave a message at the front desk and the coach will contact you.  Privates are $25/ half hour for one person, $20/person for two or more people.  Privates must be paid in cash.

TEAM MOMS:  Team moms will be assigned to each team.  Team moms will be responsible for meeting teams at designated times during competitions.  They will forward messages from Tracy, make-up check, help organize team parties, etc.  

*VERY IMPORTANT: If you are interested in seeing your child achieve great things and be a part of a winning program, this is the place for you!  If you are interested in seeing your child be a featured performer, this is not the place for you.  This is a team sport like no other.  Every member of the team is on the floor for the entire routine.  In most other sports, only a few members play at a time.  Please understand that parents cannot influence the coaches’ decision regarding routines.  

SKILLS:  Skills must be mastered before they are put into a routine.  Hitting a tuck 8 out of 10 times is not good enough.  Athletes must be able to hit every skill in the routine 100% of the time.  Please do not be discouraged by this, but realize that we are deducted for mistakes in competition and cannot take a risk.

FLYERS:  Flyers are not selected by size, but by skill.  Flyers must have outstanding flexibility first and foremost.  Flyers must have excellent body control and strength.  

AWARD MONEY:  all award money will go to the gym.

PITTSBURGH POISON WILL NOT ACCEPT NEW MEMBERS AFTER JULY 15TH.
